Good to Know

Itis good to know that Regulations of Occupational
Safety and Health (OSH) and Protection against
work hazards and risks has been produced to
oblige institutions take necessary precautions and
measures to protect workers’ lives and prevent
injuries of occupational hazards which may lead to
diseases, injuries, harm or loss of properties due
to non-application of specific technical standards
and measures.

According to the OSH Regulations, the Employer
who employs more than twenty workers is required
to conduct an assessment of occupational hazards
at work environment. Hazards and risks are
monitored, their level of severity is identified and

analyzed by OSH supervisors of the institution.
Measures are set to control sources of such
hazards to ensure removal or mitigation and create
needed solutions. In addition, appropriate personal
protective equipment (PPE) is documented.
Workers shall be involved in assessment process
which is periodically reviewed and updated.
The Employer shall take necessary measures
to respond to any emergency depending on the
nature of the economic activity as stipulated in
relevant legislations and codes. Furthermore,
an Emergency Plan shall be prepared as
well as measures to fight fire and prevent its
consequences.
