In cooperation with IndustriALL
global unions, the General Union of
Workers in Textile, Garment, and
Clothing Industries conducted three

workshops in the industrial zones of d

Ad-Dulail, Irbid and Tajamu’at targeting
consultative committees that comprise
migrant workers of various nationalities.

The three workshops were inaugurated
by Union President Mr. Fathalla Al-Omrani
who stressed the importance of cooperation
and positive relationships among members
of consultative committees in different
industrial zones with Union offices.

Union President said that organization
of workshops is part of the continuous
cooperation between the Union and
FES. They aim to improve and increase
knowledge and awareness of workers
of various nationalities. Union President
urged workers to fully understand the
role of defending their rights and services
offered to them, sectoral agreements
signed by the Union, collective standard
work contract and importance of Union
membership.

Workers of four nationalities: Indian,
Bengali, Nepali and Sri Lankan participated

in the 3-day workshop. They were briefed
on definitions and articles of the Labour
Law, obligations and duties of workers at
work place, and rights of male and female
workers as stated in the law.

The second day of training covered
topics of Union’s role in sustaining the work,
Union’s website and how to access it, work
contract and cases of contract cancellation
or work termination, sectoral and collective
agreements, communications skills,
female worker’s rights as stated in the
agreements and maternity insurance as
stated in the Social Security Law.
