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The Trade Union condemns the
indiscriminate and brutal Killing
carried out by Israeli occupation
forces against Palestinians in Gaza
and the West Bank. The Union
expresses its condemnation of
targeting civilians, hospitals, schools,
mosques and churches, ambulances
and civil defense staff by Israeli jet
fighters.

The bloody scenes of killed and
injured children and members of
families shake the conscience of
humanity. In addition, the systematic
killing makes it imperative for the
world, activists and defenders of
human rights, international children

The Union condemns the brutal killing in Gaza, calls for a
permanent solution and implementation of UN resolutions

and women organizations need to act
immediately to stop the indiscriminate
killing committed by Israeli occupation
forces against civilians in the Gaza
Strip.

The Union, while expressing its full
condemnation of the brutal killings,
affirms that just peace cannot be
achieved over the bodies of children,
women and the elderly. Countries of
the region shall not enjoy peace and
security without achieving aspirations
of the Palestinian people in having
their independent state on the soil of
its homeland.

We, at the Union, express our
support to Jordan’s efforts led by

HM King Abdullah Il to achieve
peace in the region. In this regard,
we stress the need to strengthen
the internal front, and fully adhere
to the directions of the Hashemite
Leadership, and the Jordanian Armed
Forces in these difficult situations that
the region encounters. Jordan is the
closest to Palestine and shall remain
the real supporter for Palestinians.

We reiterate our long-standing
position that international legitimacy
and UN resolutions need to be
implemented to establish the
independent State of Palestine on
its national soil with Jerusalem its
capital.

Unconventional Mechanisms are needed for Investment Promotion

When we talk about the
economic problem and investment
obstacles, several ideas occur to
help solving the problem, increase
investment prospects and attract
investors. Each country enjoys
different uniqueness and has its
own circumstances. But what’s
agreeable by all, in regard of the
basic condition for solving any
economic problem and increasing
investments, is the availability
of clear government will to solve
the problem and be open to all
viewpoints to deal with.

In Jordan’s specific situation,
it is necessary to look for
unconventional methods. There
are several and known traditional
methods. They have been
discussed and applied in the past.
Therefore, traditional and non-
traditional methods need to be
integrated.

Below are few ways it is advisable
to be followed such as reduction
of expenses of non-profitable
or productive establishments; in
particular, those that acquire large
budget allocations. This does

not mean harming their workers,
but rather raising their efficiency,
and increasing productive capital
expenses, especially in energy
extraction and scientific research,
compared to service expenses,
without affecting their efficiency.

We at The General Trade Union
of Workers in Textile, Garment and
Clothing Industries firmly believe
that enhancing prospects of
investment means in the first place
opening doors of investments
wide to investors, with greater
encouragement for local investors,
attracting foreign and migrated
investments back, offering tax
incentives for ten years period
minimum, and selling the state-
owned unutilized, non-agricultural
and empty lands to investors,
especially in the field of properties
and real estate, to contribute
solving the housing problem in a
non-burdensome way to citizens
who find difficulties in providing
affordable houses.

In agriculture and small-scale
businesses area, we firmly
believe that it is beneficial to

replicate experiences of other
countries such as China and
Malaysia. It is necessary to pay
attention to agricultural and small-
scale projects in order to attract
investments. We at the Union,
frequently ask the Government
to avail agricultural lands to
specialists, farmers and persons
capable to plant; in particular non-
traditional plants such as herbs
and others. In addition, unused
lands may be used for raising
poultry and animals, and bees
for honey production. Animals
can be exported; their products
will help generate income that
will reflect positively on economy
of the country as a whole. Thus,
it is recommended to offer tax
incentives to investors.

The Union has always strongly
advocated for enhancing
investment horizon, and has
presented several ideas in this
regard. We are fully aware that
investment promotion will bridge
the gap between unemployment
and poverty which the society
suffers from and had impact on its
social status.



The Union signs two agreements with the New Century and
Atatex companies to include additional benefits.

Union President signed two
collective agreements with the
New Century Company for
manufacture of clothing, and
Atatex Company for Foreign
Trade. The Agreements, which
entered into force starting last
October, contained additional
benefits for workers of the two
companies.

Further, he appreciated the
developments that occurred
recently in the two companies
and the advancements they
achieved.

He added that the purpose of
the Agreement is to strengthen
interests of Companies and the
Union. The Agreement contained
articles that ensure enforcement

of valid national laws and
regulations for the interest of all
parties in general and the workers
in particular.

Al-Omrani pointed out that
the two agreements came as a
result of the ongoing dialogue
between the two sides thanks to
joint efforts exerted to maintain
good relationship, and create
appropriate work environment
which will reflect on company’s
profitability.
